	 One of the few books (besides Audubon’s Birds of America, elephant folio 
edition) that has “its own” book. Published in 2007, it was written by the 
ornithologist W. G. Hale. This copy of Meyer’s magnum opus is in the rare first 
edition, of which no more than 35 copies were sold, with additional plates to 
bring the total to the number of subsequent issues. It has five additional 
plates with eggs only, and both the blue heron and the blackbird in two 
different states. Meyer was not satisfied with the first renderings of these 
birds. In the case of the blackbird, with an apparently dead female, it is 
obvious to see why. According to Hale, the replacement plates were probably 
unintentionally sent to subscribers of the first edition. Meyer paid much 
attention to placing the birds in a natural habitat, which went far beyond the 
normal practice of those days. Casey Wood remarked: “With the possible 
exception of Lord Lilford’s Birds, this is the finest and most complete atlas of 
portraits of British avifauna (with their eggs) ever published”. Skillful repairs 
to spine and endpapers, old repair to one plate, one leaf a bit age-toned, 
otherwise very good and clean with rich and vivid colouring of the plates, 
including birds of prey with some spectacular Falcons, Eagles and Owls. Anker,

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	 Scarce first edition of this fundamental work: René Descartes, the 
celebrated mathematician and physicist, is also often considered as a founder 
of modern philosophy, as he sought new ways to move beyond Medieval 
Aristoteleanism and justify the science of his day. In his Discourse on Method 
he expresses his disappointment with traditional philosophy and with the 
limitations of theology, and proposes a method of thought incorporating the 
rigor of mathematics but based on intuitive truths about what is real, basic 
knowledge which could not be wrong (like the axioms of geometry). He calls 
into question everything that he thinks he has learned through his senses but 
rests his whole system on the one truth that he cannot doubt, namely, the 
reality of his own mind and the radical difference between the mental and 
the physical aspects of the world. Fine copy.
